Whereas a proposal for declaration of Great Nicobar Island Development Area consists of
seven revenue villages (measuring a total area of 44.23 sqg.km (out of which an area of 8.88
sqg.km is under Deemed Forest Area)) and Diverted Forest Area (measuring 121.87 sg. km)
with the total project area of Master Plan for Great Nicobar Island is 166.10 sq km as
detailed below has been referred to the Local Authorities within the limits of which the area
is located and the Deputy Commissioner, Nicobar District for the views of Gram Panchayats
and the Tribal Council respectively within 30 days of such reference, vide Letter No. TP-
22/CE/2024/11 dated 01.01.2025. The views received from the local bodies & Tribal
Council whose areas have been proposed to be declared as Development Area have been

considered.

Whereas, under Sub-Section (2), (3) & (4) of Section -11 of the Andaman & Nicobar
Islands Town Country Regulation,1994 the following shall be notified to be applicable for the

Development Area: -

a) After the publication of this notification no development of land shall be undertaken or
carried out in the Development Area by any person or body (including a Department
of Government of India or of the Andaman & Nicobar Administration) unless
permission for such development has been obtained in writing from the Town Planner

in accordance with the provisions of the Regulation.

b) After coming into operation of Master Plan for Great Nicobar Island, no development
shall be undertaken or carried out in the Development Area, unless such

development is in accordance with the Master Plan.

c) Notwithstanding anything contained in (a) & (b) above, development of any land
begun by any Department of Government of India or Andaman & Nicobar
Administration or any local Authority before the notification may be completed by that

Department or local Authority without compliance with the requirements of the above.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the power conferred under Sub-Section-(1) of the
Section-11 of the Andaman & Nicobar Islands Town Country Planning Regulation (No.7 of
1994), 1994, the Lieutenant Governor (Administrator), A&N Islands has been pleased to
declare the Great Nicobar Island Development Area as detailed below consists of the area
lying between the Coastal Boundary and Geo-coordinates of the Diverted Forest area which
include 07 revenue villages falling in the GNI project area for the purpose of preparation of
